Indirect Statement (Active infinitives after a past main verb)

Examples:

Titus respondit se domum redire nolle.

Titus replied that he was unwilling to return home.

nos omnes sciebamus Marcum ad amphitheatrum ivisse.

We all knew that Marcus had gone to the amphitheatre.

pro certo habebamus Titum sero perventurum esse.

We were sure that Titus would  arrive late.

This is the last thing we did last term.    Notice how the 3 infinitives are translated after a past (as opposed to a present) main verb.
